This evening will be rounded off with 
the viewing of a spectacular firework display {the closing of the Edinburgh Festival and, for us, the 
opening of ICSES 2010}. 
 
We are looking forward to showing the accompanying persons around Edinburgh on Monday morning 
followed by lunch in the Pompadour room of the Caledonian Hotel (known locally as the Callie). We have 
lovely memories of meeting with accompanying persons from all over the world over the past 30 years 
and forming firm friendships and we are working hard to make this happen for you.

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On Monday evening you are all invited to a reception at Edinburgh Castle. We will congregate in the main 
courtyard of the Castle and will have an opportunity to enjoy the spectacular views over the ramparts as 
well as viewing the canons (Angus’s idea!) which were used to protect the castle hundreds of years ago. 
Following this, those who chose to register, will join a Ceilidh at the Royal College of Surgeons of 
Edinburgh in the Quincentenary Hall with a Ceilidh band, a three course meal of “Scottish Fare” and 
dancing throughout the evening. We are happy for you to come in your own traditional dress (or smart 
casual) to join some of our Scottish Surgeons and Therapists for a fun-filled evening. 
 
If you have decided to go on the tour to the Trossachs National Park on Tuesday you will see spectacular 
scenery that only Scotland can provide – your cameras are a must (see www.lochlomond-trossachs.org/). 
During the morning we will have the essential coffee break by the shores of Loch Venachar. Lunch will be 
at Ross Priory (www.rescat.strath.ac.uk/priory_accom.html) which is a stunning 17th century country 
house situated in an unrivalled position on the south shore of Loch Lomond. There will be many photo 
opportunities and you will be able to wander round the extensive and beautiful gardens. After lunch the 
return trip will allow you to relax and we will get you back to Edinburgh in good time for the evening’s 
entertainment. 
 
Tuesday evening is the Official Congress Dinner which will be held in Our Dynamic Earth 
(www.dynamicearth.co.uk/) with views of Arthur’s Seat, the Palace of Holyroodhouse and the new 
Scottish Parliament with its own unique architecture. We shall have a pre-dinner tour of the Earthscape 
Galleries. During the evening we hope you will enjoy good company, good food and good wine. 
 
Our final event is a tour of the Royal Yacht Britannia (www.royalyachtbritannia.co.uk) which was the 
“Official Residence” of Queen Elizabeth II when at sea. The Prince and Princess of Wales (Charles and 
Diana) spent their honeymoon aboard her in 1981 and the Duke and Duchess of York (Andrew and Sarah) 
in 1986 spent five days aboard the Yacht cruising around the Azores for their honeymoon. This is a very 
special ship to visit particularly as it is exhibited as it used to be when her Royal Highness was on board. 
 
In the Conference Centre we have an Accompanying Persons Social Centre where you will always be 
welcome for a cup of tea or coffee or a chance to “put your feet up”. It will be manned at all times and we 
will be happy to provide advice and guidance on all the opportunities offered by the ancient city of 
Edinburgh.
